Minutes from October 10, 2003

Sam Mok, CFO at the Labor Department gave a presentation on the current status of the 6 Lines of Business e-initiative.  He will begin working now with Karen Evans, who is the recently selected replacement for Mark Foreman.

The Systems/E-Government Committee identified five top issues the committee wants to address, and to establish a plan for achieving specific goals in these areas.  Committee members were asked to participate in one of four subgroups, with volunteer subgroup leaders as follows:

Regarding Item 3.  The System Committee endorsed the current efforts by JFMIP to shape the vendor capabilities in support of core financial system requirements.  The absence of standard budget formulation requirements and capable vendor software was noted as an issue that adversely impacts multiple agencies plans to more closely align budget formulation and budget execution.  Mark Carney indicated that he would consider an effort to address this issue.

It was agreed that items 4 and 5 be combined into one area, as they are closely related to one another.
